Hormone Replacement Therapy Skin 
Product Affects Pets.   

The following is from the Veterinary Information Network.  
This raises some scary possibilities.   

The spreading popularity of topical hormone treat-
ments in people ð especially but not exclusively 
menopausal women ðis having unintended medi-
cal consequences for the usersô pets. 

Spayed dogs and young female puppies are show-
ing up in veterinary exam rooms with markedly 
swollen vulvas as if they are in heat. Male dogs 
present with enlarged mammary glands and abnor-
mally small penises. Animals of both genders ex-
